We are looking for
seasoned, enthusiastic artists and instructors who are excited to demo and teach a mini-
project. Due to limited space, we are sending out a call and will select 15 to 20 artists.

WHAT IS DIFFERENT THIS YEAR?

Well a couple of things! First we are folding in a charity component this year. We are
partnering with Juliana Brutsche to create an event that will generate support for Phoenix
Philanthropists, who have their eyes and ears to the ground and know which charities are in
need of support LOCALLY.

Second we are looking for artists who can not only teach a kick butt project to hundreds of
crafters but who have a project in mind that is more then just scissors and glue. We really want
projects this year that are Inspirational, Empowering or Up Lifting. We want our guests to walk
away not only saying “Look at this cool piece | made” but also “I feel like rocking the world
crafty style!”

Third there will be alcohol for sale and food for sale!
Fourth there will be live music and spoken word performances on a stage.

HOW IT WORKS FOR ARTISTS/INSTRUCTORS:
Each selected artist will be provided with one 6 ft Round table and 8 chairs for crafters to sit at
and soak up your awesomeness!

Cost: $35 to participate
Artist will create a hands-on project that takes 15 to 30 minutes to make

- Artist will bring all supplies and materials for 200 to 400 participants to create their
project.

- The artist will price their projects at $5, $10 or $15 and will keep all proceeds from
attendees purchasing a ticket to do the project.

- The Artist will collect tickets from crafters - $5 is one ticket, $10 is two tickets and $15 is
three tickets. At the end of the night the Artist will turn in all tickets collected to receive
payment.

- Artist will also write up instruction and/or create kits for sale — think of this as add on
sales. After they create a project with you they’ll want to buy more kits as gifts!

- Artist must have their own volunteers to help man their booth.

HOW IT WORKS FOR CRAFTER ATTENDEES:
$5 general admission for all at the door — swag bags will be given out

People will walk around and look at offerings then they’ll head off to buy tickets at the main
registration table — like a carnival!

The crafter attendees will then take those tickets to the artists tables to make their project! Ten
hours will give guests plenty of time to make one project, or several or all of them!

We will have raffles and great prizes from sponsors!
